Your paper will be published as part of the ICEC2000 proceedings. After reduction, your paper will be directly reproduced from this camera-ready format. Please remember to take this into account in your preparation.

Manuscript content should, in general, be organized in the following order:

Acknowledgments

References

Keywords ( 10pt, Times bold

Keywords are crucial to the appropriate indexing of the congress proceedings.

Document Length Restrictions ( 10pt, Times bold

Papers accepted for presentation are limited to seven pages in a two-column format. 

Document Format ( 10pt, Times bold

Font and Spacing ( 10pt, Times italics

The font used throughout the paper is Times. The paper size is A4 (i.e., 210 x 297mm), two-column format (i.e., 85mm each) with a 2.5cm margin at the top, a 2.5cm margin at the bottom, 1.5cm margins on the left and right with a 1cm space between the two columns. Lines are single spaced, justified. If the last page of your paper consists of less than two columns, then divide the text into two columns of equal length. Use high quality paper, printing on one side only with, preferably, a laser printer. Page number should be written on the back of pages in light pencil and are not to be included in the text.

Paper Title

The title of the paper should be in 14 pt bold and be centered over BOTH columns, the title should have 60 pts space above (2 cm) and 12 pts below.

Authors
Author names should be in 12 pt bold with 12 pts above and 12 pts below. Full given names should precede the family name. Indexes to author addresses are superscript, sequential alphabetical lettering commencing at a (a,b,c….).
Author Affiliations

Author affiliations should be in 10 pt italic with regular line spacing. The body of the text should commence 2 lines below the last address (24 pts). 

Headings

Three levels of heading are allowed as follows:

· Level 1 (Heading1 format) - 12pt, Times bold, left justified

· Level 2 (Heading2 format) - 10pt, Times bold, left justified

· Level 3 (Heading3 format) - 10pt, Times bold italic, left justified

Body Text

The body of the text of the submission is a set of body text paragraphs defined as follows:

· 10pt Times font

· Single space, defined as 12pt

· Spacing before is 3pt

· Spacing after is 3pt

· There is no indentation for the first line

Bullets

There are two levels of allowed bulleting:

· This is the first bullet level

· This is a sub-bullet level

Enumerated Lists

Lists are sequentially numbers as follows:

1. Spacing before is 3pt

2. Spacing after is 3pt

Tables

Tables are sequentially numbered in numeric fashion with the table title and number above the table. Tables should be centered in the column OR on the page. Tables should be followed by a line space (12pt). Elements of a table should be single spaced, however double spacing can be used to show groupings of data or to separate parts of the table.  Table column headings should be in 10pt bold. Tables are referred to in the text by the table number as shown in Table 1.

Figures

Figures are sequentially numbered in numeric fashion commencing at 1 with the figure title and number below the figure as shown in Figure 1. Detailed recommendations for figures are as follows:

· Ensure that figures are clear and legible

· Only black & white is allowed.

· If a figure spans two columns, it should be placed at the top or bottom of a page.

· Hard copy illustrations should, preferably, be scanned and included in the electronic version of the submission in an appropriate format as follows:

· BMP - Microsoft bitmap file

· WMF - Windows Metafile Format

· EPS - Encapsulated Postscript

· PICT - Macintosh PICT file

· Where figures cannot be scanned, the original  should be placed in its location within the submission using wax or colorless glue with the number of the figure on the top at the back using a light pencil.

· The following included files are permissible:

· Microsoft Graph

· Microsoft Draw

· Adobe Framemaker Graph

· Macintosh PICT

Equations should be numbered serially at the right-hand side in parentheses as shown in Equation (1).
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Footnotes

Footnotes should be in 9pt Times and placed at the bottom of the column in which they appear
. Footnotes should be used sparingly. Footnote numbers in text should be in superscript.

References

All publications cited in the text should be included in a list of references following the text of the manuscript. References are sequentially numbered as they appear in the text. Reference numbers are indicated in square brackets. 

Recommendations for references are:

· Include ALL authors, not only the first three followed by et al., for multiple author papers.

· When referencing in the body of text, use 10pt Times in square brackets.

· Types of references are as follows:

· For a Book with Multiple Authors, see [1]

· For a Journal Article, see [2]

· For a Magazine Article, see [3]

· For a Proceedings Paper, see [4]

· For a University Technical Report, see [5]

· For a Dissertation or Thesis, see [6]

· For a Forthcoming Publication, see [7]

When preparing your reference list, the following faults should be avoided:

· Including references not cited in the text.

· Excessively referencing your own work.

· Insufficiently referencing the work of others.

· Including references where you are not in possession of a copy of the reference.

Results

Deadlines

Papers conforming to these guidelines must reach the ICEC2000 Secretariat before July 1, 2000. 

Submissions should include:

· Two (2) camera-ready copies of your paper.
· A 3.5 inch floppy diskette containing the full electronic version of the paper and associated figures. The disk should be labeled with the name of the first author and the name of the word processing file.
